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Title:  Earth Observations to Benefit Societies – A Briefing on the Activities of CEOS

Abstract: Mr. Stryker’s remarks will provide an overview of the Committee on Earth Observation Satellites (CEOS), and its support to the U.N. Framework Convention on Climate Change (UN FCCC) and the intergovernmental Group on Earth Observations (GEO).  He will describe CEOS initiatives vis-à-vis these organizations, and CEOS member agencies’ work to implement the space-based component of the Global Earth Observation System of Systems (GEOSS).  It is hoped that these remarks will provide a useful context for the development and coordination of sensor webs as critical components of GEOSS.
Biography: Timothy S. Stryker serves as International Affairs Advisor to the U.S. Geological Survey’s Land Remote Sensing Program.  In this position, he serves as the senior manager for planning, management, conduct, and evaluation of the Program’s international activities.  Mr. Stryker’s previous positions include Deputy Director of the NRO Office of Policy, and Chief of the Satellite Activities Branch in the International and Interagency Affairs Office of NOAA’s Satellite and Information Services.  While at NOAA, he also managed the agency’s Commercial Remote Sensing Licensing Program.

Mr. Stryker has also served in assignments at the U.S. Department of Commerce, the Office of Management and Budget, the Federal Communications Commission, and the U.S. Information Agency.  He is a Senior Fellow of the Council for Excellence in Government, and a former Presidential Management Fellow.  Mr. Stryker received his Bachelor’s Degree in History from the University of Michigan in 1987, and his Master’s Degree in Foreign Service from Georgetown University in 1990.
